Evaluators will not put tick mark ( V' ) while evaluating a wrong answer which gives an
impression that answer is correct and no marks are awarded.

7. If a question has parts, please award marks on the right-hand side for each part. Marks
awarded for different parts of the question should then be totalled up and written in the left-
hand margin and encircled. This must be followed strictly.

8. If a question does not have any parts, marks must be awarded in the left-hand margin and
encircled. This must be followed strictly.
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If a student has attempted an extra question, answer of the question deserving more marks
should be retained and the other answer scored out with a note “EXxtra Question”.

If more than one option is mentioned in the answer of multiple choice questions, then no
marks to be awarded.

No marks to be deducted for the cumulative effect of an error. It should be penalized only
once.

A full scale of marks (0-80 marks) as given in Question Paper has to be used. Please do not
hesitate to award full marks if the answer deserves it.

Every examiner has to necessarily do evaluation work for full working hours i.e. 8 hours every
day and evaluate 20 answer books per day in main subjects and 25 answer books per day in
other subjects (Details are given in Spot Guidelines).

Ensure that you do not make the following common types of errors committed by the
